Discover OUR CHANGING EARTH

Plants are critical for life on Earth because they transform energy from the sun into 
food for animals and people. In addition, some plant habitats, such as tropical forests, 
function as the lungs of our fragile planet, and help balance the Earth’s climate. Our planet, 
however, is changing in many ways that could affect the biodiversity of plants and the 
relationships between plants, animals, and humans. Come discover how important plants 
are to your life, experience an indoor tropical forest, and learn about how our planet Earth 
is changing and what you can do to protect the plants upon which we all depend. Taught by 
the School of Biological Sciences.  

Discover CHILD DEVELOPMENT
Explore the natural world from a child’s point of view! Become a classroom assistant 

at the Ruth Staples Child Development Laboratory for children ages two through five years. 
This session will provide you the opportunity to see how children think, behave and come to 
learn about their world. You will have the chance to implement planned activities designed 
to capture children’s interest while enhancing their knowledge. You will then be challenged 
to make the children’s learning visible by creating displays, PowerPoint presentations 
and photographs. This is an excellent opportunity for those students who are planning 
on becoming teachers or want to work with young children in other ways. Taught by the 
Department of Child, Youth and Family Studies.

Discover COMPANION ANIMALS
Do you have a pet or just want one? Did you know that owning a pet provides us with 

health benefits like lowered heart rate or stress? Americans treasure their companion 
animals and the products and services available have expanded greatly in the last decade.  
Explore the variety of opportunities to work with companion animals. Learn about the care 
and behavior of companion animals from dogs and cats to lizards and parrots. This session 
will provide those interested in working with companion animals as a veterinarian, dog 
trainer, or developing pet food to discover the variety of careers available for those who 
love pets. Taught by the Department of Animal Science.

Discover CULINARY ARTS
Learn new culinary arts skills and understand the science of food. Impress friends and 

family with your new culinary skills and techniques. Explore local foods, sensory evaluation, 
plate painting, knife skills, garnishing, and chocolate. Taught by the Department of 
Nutrition and Health Sciences and the University of Nebraska–Lincoln Extension.

Discover FILMMAKING 
Put your summer on the big screen! This movie-making adventure will allow you to 

actually make a film and spend time in the Mary Riepma Ross Media Arts Center. You’ll have 
access to award-winning faculty and see how motion pictures really work. We’ll introduce 
you to one of the few digital film projectors in the world. Participants are encouraged to 
bring their own video cameras, if available. Taught by the Johnny Carson School of Theatre 
and Film.

Discover FOOD MOLECULAR BIOLOGY 
Spinach, peanut butter ... what’s next? Fighting foodborne illnesses is high-tech and in 

high demand. In this camp, students will piece together the puzzles of a foodborne disease 
outbreak using DNA analysis, epidemiological data, and problem-solving skills to link cases 
from across the country. Learn how to be a CSI for food! Taught by the Department of Food 
Science and Technology.

Discover GOLF
Learn, develop and improve your golf game. Sessions on etiquette, rules and the golf 

swing, along with play at local courses, all taught by a PGA professional! Camp concludes *		  New camp for 2009.

Discover QUILT DESIGN 
Do you love fabric, color, and design? Does everyone always comment on your 

creativity? Let your talents shine through and enhance your design skills with the help of 
experts. You’ll explore pattern, color relationships and quilt design and learn to plan an 
original quilt.....your own design! You will have access to quilts for inspiration from the 
world’s largest publicly-held collection at the International Quilt Study Center. You will 
benefit from personal attention and leave this camp with a quilt well under way! Each 
participant will receive a copy of the Quilt Quest curriculum. (Participants in this camp 
must have at least three years of sewing experience, or experience with quilt making. For 
additional information/questions, contact Dr. Diane Vigna at dvigna2@unl.edu.) Taught by 
the Department of Textiles, Clothing and Design and the International Quilt Study Center.

Discover SPIDER SCIENCE
Get unique hands-on experience with scientific research. Work with UNL faculty 

and graduate students to design and carry out both field and laboratory-based research 
projects. Most projects will likely focus on local invertebrate taxa (e.g. spiders). The goal of 
the week will be to complete an independent project, culminating in the presentation of a 
scientific talk. No prior research experience is necessary, but campers must be willing to 
work with live crickets and spiders. Campers must also be willing to work outdoors and ‘get 
their hands dirty’. Taught by the School of Biological Sciences. 

Discover THEATRE 
Be immersed in theatre during one full week of classes, workshops, rehearsals and 

performances. Onstage and backstage experience abounds as you explore the theatre 
at a professional level, working with UNL students, as well as theatre professionals from 
Nebraska and across the country. We’ll cap off the week with a fully-staged workshop 
production, allowing every camper the opportunity to act! This camp is designed for 
students who have some theatre experience. Taught by the Johnny Carson School of 
Theatre and Film.

Discover UNICAMERAL YOUTH CONFERENCE 
Serve as a Nebraska Senator in a three-day session in the Nebraska Unicameral 

conducted at the Nebraska Capitol Warner Chamber. Interact with Nebraska State Senators, 
legislative aides, policy experts, lobbyists and governmental agency representatives. The 
hands-on experience will give you a better understanding of the relationship between 
Nebraska government and American politics.

Discover VETERINARY SCIENCE 
Explore various aspects of veterinary medicine and discover what veterinarians have 

to know to understand animal diseases and how they progress, are diagnosed, treated and 
prevented. Taught by the Professional Program in Veterinary Medicine and the Department 
of Veterinary and Biomedical Sciences.

Discover WEB DESIGN AND ANIMATION 
Design a Web site complete with really cool animated introductions like the ones 

you see all over the Web. Learn the basics to make your own original Web site. Explore 
computer generated animation and create a movie! Get to know the awesome things going 
on in the world of Web development and use these techniques to make your site come to 
life! A background in general computer use is required. Programming experience is helpful 
but not essential. Taught by the Department of Computer Science and Engineering.
